In order to assist you in your financial planning we have put together a package for next
years Bude trip earlier than usual. These places are extremely sought after and will be
allocated on a first come first served basis. The dates are from Sunday 2nd May until
Friday 7th May 2010.

The centre is world renowned for the work it does with young people and has been
established for approximately 20 years. The activities, which will include: kayaking
abseiling, canoeing, surfing, body boarding, high ropes and climbing, are all supervised
by qualified instructors, usually on a ratio of 1:6, plus our own teaching staff. This
activity-based holiday is always extremely popular with school children and heavily
over-subscribed.

The cost will be £330. This includes accommodation, food, travel and insurance. The
only other money to be found is the pocket money — maximum £20.

We are asking for a £50 deposit to secure the place. However, the deposit is_non-
refundable and there are cancellation charges (similar to a p  ackage holiday) if
your child decides later on that he/she does not wa  nt to go. We pay Bude in

regular instalments and once we have paid the final amount 10 weeks before the
trip, if your child changes his/her mind, sorry, bu t you will still have to pay the full
cost if there is no one on the waiting list. However, should the place be

subsequently filled, the deposit and any other money paid will be returned. Should you
be unable to pay by the final payment date (1 month prior to departure) we will be
unable to take your child or refund any monies.

You will receive a payment card which will show clearly the dates on which the office
requires payment. These payments will be on a monthly basis. If you would like to
secure your child a place on this activity week, please compete the slip below and
return it with your £50 deposit, places will be reserved on a first come first served basis.



There will be a meeting for all pupils who sign up to the activity week when Keith
Marshall, the Centre Director, will deliver a presentation to parents and pupils. The
centre has a website at www.adventure.uk.com.
